About the EP2001,

The EP2001/EP3001 programmers wil! switch
your central heating and hot water on and off
at the times you have set in the programmer's
memory

If you have an EP2001 programmer then
you can set the hot water and central heating
ta come on together for two time periads per
day from Monday to Friday with different times
for Saturday and Sunday if you prefer.

If you have an EP3001 programmer then
you car set the hot water and central heating
10 corme on together for two time perinds per
day with different times for each day of the
week,

1he EP2001 has weekday/weekend
pro ramming which allows you to
autematically set tmes for CH and HW for
wee «days Monday to Friday without having to
cop ¢ them for each day—the programmer
does it for you. You can also set different times

for 112 weekend which the programmer will
automatically run to for both Saturday and
Surlay.

The EP3001 has daily programming
whicn allows you to set different times for CH
and HW for every day of the week,

A security lock switch an the back of the
prodramrmer can be used to prevent other
pec e using the ADV, EXT and-SELECTREyS -
or fram changing the times you have set into
the |rogrammer’'s memaory.

Turr: off the mains supply before removing
the nrogrammer from the mounting panel.
Rerr.amber to turn on the mains supply
again when you have replaced the

pro< rammer.

Both programmers have an electrical
interlack to protect simple central heating
5yslems which can only heat the radiators
wheri the hot water is also on. If yours is a I
simp 2 system, the elecirical interlock will
autoratically cut out the pragramming faciiities
that ' our system cannot cope with. This means
that 1he hot water is automatically turned on
wher the central heating is an.
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"t does take time for the boiler 1o produce
the required heating and hat water
tempearatures.

What the touch

vs do

There are two types of touch keys,

The group of touch keys under the bor om flap
below the display screen are used for ietting
the time of day and the ON and QFF tines for
the central heating and hot water,

The SELECT keys are used fo set the numibber
of times you wish the programmer to ¢ ome ON
and OFF in any 24 hour period.

The EXT and ADV keys on the left and right-
hand sides of the display screen are used for
making temporary changes to when your
central heating or hot water will come ON or
OFF.

These tempaorary changes will not affect the
times you have set into the programmer’s
MEmary.

The PROG/RUNM key is used when you wish to
enter the pfogramming mode, or when you
wish 1 view the programs whu:h are set in the

programmer's memory. A
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The abovl display shows the programming
optier® that appear when the PROG/RUN key
iz touched.

The programmer will beep each time you
touch a key to show thateit has carried out
your instruction.

If it does not beep it may.be because the
programmer cannol carry out your instruction,
eg. you cannat use the SELECT key while you
are programming.
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You can set up to two time penods i day into
the prograrmmer’s memary. They are -alled
ON1 to OFF1, ON2 to CFF2

The eariiest time ¥ou can set is 12 an,
(midnight).
The latest time you can set is 11.50 ;- m,

It you set the same ON and OFF time 5 they
cancel each other out ang ¥ou can put this to

Semng the Programmer for the
built-in times

The programmer already has two time Pt ods
built into its Memory which yeu can use if hey
SUIt your needs,

The built-in times for each day of the week are:

ON1 to OFF1: 6.30 a.m. to 9.30 a.m.
ON2 to OFF2: 4.30 p.m. to 10.30 p.m.

It the programmer time periads have not been
altered since the programmer was first
powered-up, then all you need to do to use
the built-in times is ta set the carrect time of
day and the day of the week.

Itis also possible to reset the programrrter to

the built-m times if the time periods have been

altered. To do this, you must first change the

display so that it shows any OM or OFF time lf
(see the instructions on How to Set the Time /
Periods). Now press the Hat Water 'SELECT

key and keep it pressec—then press the

STEP' key and release it—and then finally

release the Hot Water 'SELECT' key. The

Programmer time penods will now be reset o

the built-in times.

Setting the correct time and day

To set the correct time. lower the flap on the
front of the programmier, touch the FROG/RUMN
button and TIME will flash at the Bsttam of the
display screen,

Fress the forwarg A or reverse W keys unti
YOu reach the correct time, |f ¥ou keep your
finger pressed on these keys the displayeg
time will change slowly at first, then quick]y,

When you have set the time, touch STEP and
DAY will now flash at the bottom of the digplay
Screean,

Press the forward Mer reverse W keys until the
day you require 5 displayed at the lop of the
display screan.




If you have an EP2001 progra nmer,
the following procedure tells you
how to set the time periods fcr
Monday to Friday/Saturday & S inday
Touch PROG/RUN and the waord TIME will

flash

If the time has already been set louch STEP and
DAY will now flash. If the day has alreacy been
set tauch STEP and ON1 will now flash and the
middle of the display screen will now b
showing the time ON1 is set to.

Use the forward & or reverse W keys 1o
change the time for ON1 (the time mowe s in
steps of 10-minute intervals),

When you have set the ime for ON1 10.ch the
STEF key and OFF1 will fiazh at the bor om of
the display screen and the middle of th

display screen will now be showing the me
OFF1 is set to.

Use the forward A or reverse W keys 10
change the time for OFF 1.

Set the times for ON2 and OFF2 in the :ame
way.

After =etting gach time touch STEP tonave on
to the next ON or OFF tme. The prograimmer
will automatically run to the same times lor
Maonday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursdas and
Friday. Touch STEP after setting OFF2 ¢ 1d
Saturday and Sunday wil! be displayed it the
top right-hand side of the display scree .
ON1 will be flashing, go through the pro zedure
as before for setting the ON1 and OFF ' and
ON2 and OFF2 times for Saturday and sunday

Prass STEF after setting OFF2 for the sicond
time, the programming seguence ends (ind the
display screen reverts to the time of da set

If you have an EP3001 programmer,
the following procedure tells you
how to set the time periods for
each day of the week

Touch PROG/RUN and the waord TIME will
flash

If the time has already been set touch STEP
and DAY will now flash. If the day has already
been set touch STEP and ON1 will now flash
and the middle of the display screen will now
be showing the tima ON1 is sef o

Use the forward A or reverse "W keys to
change the time for ON1 (the time moves in
steps of 10-minute intervals)

When you have set the time for OM1 touch the
STEF key and OFF1 will flash at the bottom of
the display screen and the middle of the
display screen will now be showing the time
OFF1 is set to.

Use the forward 4k or reverse W keys to
change the time for OFF1

Set the times for ONZ and OFF2 in the same
way

After satting each time 1ouch STEF lo move on
to the next ON or OFF time. Touch STEP after
setting OFF2 and the next day will be
displayed at the top of the digplay scréan.

Go througn the procedure as before for setting
the OMN1 and OFF1 and ONZ and OFF2 times
for each remaining day of the week,

Press STEF after setting the last OFF2 time,
the programming sequence ends and the
display screen reverts to the time of day set.
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Using the advance keys

The advance keys (ADV) allow you to 0
forward to the next ON or OFF time. The key
on the left advancas CH. The key on t 2 right
advances HW. Simply touch the ADV k2ys
once and your CH or HW will come on if they
are off, or go off if they are on. An A vl
appear next to the ADV <ey being use | The
program will return to normal whan the naxt
OM or OFF time is reached. It you toug 1 an
ADY key and then change your mind, ouch it
again and the programmer will run to t 2 set
times again.

Please note: Lizing the ADW keys will ot
affect the times you have set in the
programmer's memaory. The change is nly

Using the extend keys

The extend keys (EXT) allow you to exiznd a
current OM penod or switch your CH ¢
during an OFF period. The key on the =ft
exiends the pefiad of CH. Tha kay &R [ha fight
extends the period of HW. Simply touch the
EXT key and one hour will be added. Tauch it

Touch the SELECT key and the option shown
at the side of the screen will change.

Keep touching the key until the option that you
want appears.

OFF ignores the time periods set in the
programmer's meamaory.

AUTO allows your CH or HW to run to the
times you have set in the programmer's
memary

ONCE allows your CH or HW to run once a
day from the first ON time to the last OFF time.
COMNT wil tum your CH or HW on
continuously. It will run for 24 hours every day.

Please note: Using the SELECT keys will not
affect the tmes you have set in the
Drogrammers memaory.

If the electricity fails or iz switched off, the
battery in the programmer will maintain the set
times for a minimum of 7 days. After that time

you may have {0 reset the time. The battery

will recharge automaticall

MAINS IMMEDIATELY

To remove the programmer, iNsert a
serewdriver into the rectangular slot in 1he
groove at the bottom right-hand side o' the
keys.

Do not turn the screwdnver,

Use it to push up the retaining clip as »ou
ninge the programmer slightly upwards

Study the hinges so that you will be ab 2 to re-

fit the programmer easily. Lift off the
programimer,

2 Note the position of the old battery, 17en
remove it. Clean the contacts in the baTery
compartment. Press in the new battery 3o that
the battery's plus sign is next to the plus sign
on the back of the programmer.

Plaase note: the new battery may have
discharged during storage but will rect arge
when the programmer = connected to the
maing supply.
